applied to lock in the subtle hand finished appearance. Each is oven-cured for finish durability.

Accent glazed finishes are produced by hand-applying a pigmented glaze in the recessed
areas of the doors and drawer fronts.

Onyx is achieved by applying a black stain over our Sienna
finish. Burnishing occurs when random areas are hand sanded
revealing the Sienna color underneath, making each cabinet
unique in appearance.
